Writ Petition no 3566 of 2005

Let a rule nisi issue calling upon the respondents to show cause as to why they should not be directed to take necessary measures and legal actions to carry out and conduct an effective and thorough public inquiry by a Commission to be constituted by this honorable court chaired by a sitting or retired judge of the Supreme court and relevant expert members to identify the reasons for the collapse and person and agencies responsible, and to make recommendations to prevent any such disaster in future and to secure payment of adequate compensation and arrange for rehabilitation in favor of the victims of the said collapsed factory as prescribed in the Fatal Accident Act 1985, the Workmen’s compensation Act 1923 and other applicable laws and rules against the garments factories operating in Dhaka, Narayaganj and Chittagong in unauthorised buildings and without adequate safety measures as directed by the judgment dated 31 May 2001 in Writ petition no 6070 of 1997 and to ensure appropriate protective measures to prevent such disasters in future and also to protect the families of the victims of such incidents and or pass such other or further order or orders as this court may seem fit and proper.

Pending hearing of the rule, the respondents nos 7, 8, 10 and 11 are directed to submit reports before the court on legality of the construction of the building, ownership of land and safety conditions of the buildings within such time frame and may be set by this court and respondent nos 17, 18, 19 and 20 are also directed to furnish list of their accounts (including export proceeds and other payments receivable by them,) and allow victims  and their families to enforce their legal right to compensation and also restrained from disposing of any of their assets and properties to frustrate the realisation of compensation by the victims and the families till disposal of the rule.

The rule is returnable within 3 (three) weeks from dates.

Let this matter come up in the list for further order one week after the vacation.
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
